CRON Review of XMLTransmission History
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This CRON program is designed to provide a safety net for internet, equipment and other transmission failures. Normally, all transactions in the XML change table have been successfully


sent and received by SER. This process allows for staging and automatic later submission at 30 minute intervals.


 


The function of this program is to locate any SER element changes in the XML change table that has no SER acknowledgement of SER receipt,


resend the change to SER and flag the record in the XML change table if receipt is acknowledged by SER.


 


This CRON program will run at 30 minute 


intervals. 


 


Note that when any change is made at the


data element level, then all elements for


data group 1 [demographics] must be 


submitted and all data elements for the 


data group containing the changed element must be transmitted. However, the XML change table only contains a record for the element that changed. The program will use the INTEGRATER file in JPAMS to send the data group 1 and related data group elements.  


 


Note that JSPED contains more data elements than is required by SER. The XML change table will contain all element changes regardless. The change records containing a SER data group will determine SER elements and all SER elements should contain an acknowledgement of receipt flag from SER.
