Subject:  Connecting teachers gradebook assignments to the Comprehensive

               Curriculum agenda and implementing/designing a progress

               monitoring system for Principal and District levels.

 

This applies to setting up a new assignment in the JPAMS gradebook. When a new

assignment is initialized by the teacher then the unit and activity will be selected

by the teacher. The activity in the pdf will supply the related GLE's which can be

selected by the teacher from a drop down. This applies to four content areas where 

pdf files are contained on a DOE web site. When the teacher selects the course

for the assignment, the program will access the course master and obtain

the grade, state course code and group number. This data will then be used to

identify the pdf. Two drop downs will be presented to the teacher. 1- unit  

2--Activity. She will select the unit and activity that applies to the new assignment.

The activity entry in the pdf will supply the applicable GLE numbers. The unit and

GLE descriptions will be used to automatically generate the assignment

description which will be sent home to the parent/guardian via phone and email.

The parent connection is a text to voice process which can be modified before

delivery.  

  

Questions:

 -- Is there a  pdf file for all courses in the state course catalog for grades 9 thru 12.

 -- Can each pdf file be connected to course data using the state course code. Can

    state course code be included in a pdf header.

--  Can there be a separate pdf file for curriculum processes or a naming convention

    where the curriculum pdf's can be separated.

--  Is there a problem in using course number to obtain group in order to identify

    pdf files core areas in grades 1 thru 8..  

--  Is it possible to include grade range in the pdf header to assist in connecting

    courses assignments to the pdf. 

--  If a student has passed all units except one, does he fail the course.

--  If a teacher teaches an activity that relates to 3 GLE's, can she 

    break the activity up into three gradebook assignments.

  

Management reporting needs.

 

-- Are unit timelines being met for course completion.

-- Is remediation of unit/GLE  past failures completed.

-- Are multiple teachers teaching the same course

   on the same timeline. 

-- Are multiple teachers methods producing different

   results on a given unit.

 

This process would allow teachers to input assignments for all units early, resulting

in early notification to parents using the text to voice and email processes. As

grades are posted to these assignments then parents will be notified using text

to voice and email for any grade less than a C. The messages delivered would

be an extract from the comprehensive curriculum pdf as described earlier.

 

This is one of few systems that can provide management

stats down to the grade production level. It is worthy

of a major effort.
